Before turning on the cooker, please wip and dry the bottom of the cooking pot, and then place the pot
into the cooker and turn several times to make sure the potis closely in contact with the heating plate.

Slow cook, cook, braise
. Put the food into the pot and cover, adjusting the cooking temperature to any
desired temperature by the temperature adjustor. the heating up lightturns on.
«  When the food is done, adjust the temperature adjustment display to “off”
positions, then the keeping warm light turns on automatically. the pot
temperature will be kept warm.

Chapter 5 SAFETY NOTICES

1. The power socket must be grounded.

2. Don'timmerse the whole unitinto the water.

3. Neveruse any solid object to hit the heating plate and the bottom of the inner pot to avoid damages.

4. Must wipe off any foreign matters on the heating plate and the bottom of the inner pot. Otherwise will
damage the unit and cooking effects.

5. Don'tuse any metals to scrape the inner pot. It will damages the non-stick coating.

6. Don't cook acids and alkali food with this cooker, please place the unit at a clean and dry place away
from any corrodent gas and moisture.

7. Don't use any other spade. Please use the accompanied special spade we offered, don'tleave itin the
hot pot for along time.

8.  Before using the pot for the firsttime. Please wash it well, wipe off the water.

9. The non-stick coating can not be cooked at ultra high temperature, its usage will be effected.

10. Do notuse the potit pin cord shathers or the plug doesn't match the socket stably.

11. The cord should be neither bend nor folded into coil.

12.  Don't plug with wet hands.

13.  Don'tuse the pot outside the room.

14.  Avoid heating the empty pot or heating in excess.

15.  Don'tputoutthe pin by pulling the power line cord.



16. Don'tput plug the power pin on the socket without using it.

17. Don'ttouch the unit surface after using the unitimmediately, since the high heat will transmit to the unit.

18.  Avoid using the unitin a place where children might touch it or operate by themselves.

19. This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory
or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision
or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

Chapter 6 CLEAN AND MAINTENANCE

. When finished using the unit, please un-plug from the outlet and cool down the pot before washing.
Please use soft cloth and mild detergent to clean the unit, don't use metal brush, corrosive detergent to
damage the unit.

. Don'timmerse the whole unit into the water. Never immerse the heating plate, cooker housing etc into
the water. Use a softand dry moisture cloth to dry off.

. Pot cover, cover circle, cooker housing, and spade can be cleaned with mild detergent and a soft cloth.

. Please clean and store the unitata dry and clear place when planning not to use for long time.
