The appliance is only for household and indoor use.

1. When using this machine, you must use a qualified power outlet that has been checked
and met the requirements. Please confirm the voltage used when relocating.

2. This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced
physical,sensory or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they
have been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person
responsible for their safety.

3. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.This
appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with reduced
physical, sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have
been given supervision or instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and
understand the hazards involed.

Ice packs have a cold storage and heat preservation characteristics, which can absorb
the heat in the water, keep the water temperature in the water tank lower than the

ambient temperature for several hours, and make the wind from the air cooling fan
cooler.
